For suppression of Garden Symphylan (Scutigerella immaculate) apply Serpent 1 EC as a soll
incorporated application prior to planting. Apply in a minimum of 10 gallons per acre using ground
equipment.

The total amount of Serpent 1 EC allowed per acre per season and the pre-harvest intervals (PHI) are
listed in the above table. The soil application of Serpent 1 EC must be considered when calculating the
total amount of product used per acre per season (soil applications).

RESTRICTIONS:
